· Can Perform admission History and Physical for Long-Term Care and discuss with attending.

· Can enter progress notes in the Community Living Center (CLC) and out-patient Geriatric Primary Care (GPC) and Home Based Primary Care (HBPC) Clinics.  Must discuss with attending physician after evaluation.

· Can participate in Interdisciplinary Treatment Team (IDT) Meetings, CLC, and HBPC.

· Resident can perform acute visits, monthly visits, and annual evaluations on CLC patients independently.  This includes a thorough examination of the patient.  Must discuss with attending during regular rounds on monthly and annual visits.  For acute visits, must obtain immediate consultation with the attending physician.

· In emergency, Resident can initiate and perform basic CPR and follow ACLS protocols until the code team arrives.

Procedures – No procedures allowed in the CLC, GPC, or HBPC.

Order Entry – Due to the short rotation, Residents are not trained in CPRS order entry.  Therefore, no text orders or regular orders will be allowed to be entered by the Resident in training.

· Consult ordering is not permitted by the Resident.  

· Prosthetic items are not prescribed by the Resident.

· No Home Care orders to be given.

· No medication prescriptions or narcotic prescriptions are allowed by the Resident.
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
